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Fred Ford says...

Today is the last game in England in this Anglo-Italian Inter-League
Clubs Competition 1970. Without saying ‘'yes'' or '"'no'" as to any benefits
from this Competition, six English clubs will jump at the opportunity to
enter this same Cup next season. Until it is ended | do not think it is
possible to say “yes' or ‘‘no' to it. Our own Football League Cup did not
start so well,

Apart from our game here last Saturday against Juventus | saw Wolves
play the Florence team, Fiorentina on the Friday, a side who had beaten
Celtic at home this season but lost on aggregate, bearing in mind that
Celtic were in the Final in Milan last Wednesday. It was, apart from the
refereeing, a far different type of game to ours. Wolves got nearer to the
Italian type of game than the Italians did to Wolves' style of play.

We were in the same category last Saturday in the first half. To win this
type of game this is fatal yet it is extremely difficult to play against the
Italian method of game with as many as eight men defending the centre of
the field and in their own half. To succeed we must speed our game up
from the normal run of the mill Division Il football, hard crosses with blind
side running, determined forward play to get the ball into the net instead
of possession play; lose the ball attempting something and then get it back
in the tackle. Players must run faster with the ball at an opponent, com-
mitting him, rather than the slow walk/jog forward with the ball. None of
this is new.

For a club hoping to play regularly in Europe these games cannot do any
harm, as a pilot scheme it shows up the difficulties regarding different
interpretations by countries of the laws of the game. It is an education in
this sense alone. | am not sure the British public would watch two Italian
sides play; by the same token Italian spectators would not want to watch
two English teams play. | say this after one game knowing full well that the
Italian National side with this method of play has a chance of winning the
World Cup in Mexico, plus the fact that including Juventus, all the [talian
sides over here are minus their two best players, away in Mexico.

Maybe after the Tournament my views will have to be altered, possibly
in Italy the English clubs will be on the receiving end, | doubt it. One thing
in my mind, it is certain at the end of this Competition English clubs will
have dominated it. English club football is the best in the world.

Though we have an extra month of football, it is not all that difficult; in
between the games we have cut out any slog training, but use recreational
training, tennis, golf, swimming, etc. This takes the grind off after a fairly
longish season since last July, in fact we are preparing for the 15th August
our first League match, and have already arranged three pre-season
practice games.




News and Views

Today we entertain the second of our Italian visitors. Whilst last week's
game was disappointing, especially the first half, today's could be quite
exciting. Napoli obviously play open attacking football as shown by their
result against Sheffield Wednesday, when they were defeated by 3 goals
to 4. They occupy sixth position in the Italian League with the following
record: played 22, won 9; drew 6; lost 7; goals for 20, against 16; points 24.

Two of their players are included in Italy's final 22 for the World Cup,
namely Zoff and Juliano, and presumably they will not be available for
today's game. Whilst Napoli is not one of the well known names in
European football, such as A.C. Milan or Roma, during the past seasons
they have made rapid progress and the Club is fast becoming one of the
strongest in the country.

By virtue of last week's 4—0 win over Juventus, Swindon at present
occupy top place in the competition, having gained six points in all — two
for a win, and one for each goal scored (why didn't we score ten?).
Sheffield Wednesday also has six points but three goals were scored
against them.

Inter-country competitions and tours abroad are very much in fashion
today, and yet Swindon Town F.C. could be called one of the pioneers in
this field. Before the First World War in 1914, Swindon Town made two
trips abroad, one to France to return with the Dubonnet Cup, still in
possession of the Club, and also something which was quite sensational
at the time, a trip to America. The team was away all the summer, as all
travel was by boat, and many are the stories told of the escapades and
practical jokes on this expedition. Those of course were the days of Sam
Allen, a name known at the time throughout the football world, and the
one-and-only "Tonker' Wiltshire. Old players still recall those two person-
alities. Players were under no illusion if they played badly, because
“Tonker' in no uncertain language, let them know how he felt, and woe-
betide the team if they lost at home.

One one occasion, after a very poor display and a home defeat, “Tonker”
was in "full flight'', really dressing them all down, when into the dressing
room walked Sam Allen. “What's going on?" he said. ‘Need you ask, after
that miserable affair?", replied “Tober” Weston, the captain, to which Sam
answered, "l don’'t blame you. | blame myself for signing on such a
shower''. Great characters all.

Mention of "Tonker” and his little dog, we understand his widow, now
Mrs. Cox, still lives in Swindon, at 127 Welcombe Avenue, Park North. A
perky, gay lady, young at eighty-three, and full of fun. She must still retain
happy memories of those great days. :

Harking back to the Anglo-ltalian Inter-Club competition, the gates have
not been as high as the clubs hoped, but the prestige is still there, and no
doubt each year the competition will become stronger with more clubs
endeavouring to join. Remember the League Cup took many seasons to
become the great success it is today. At first many Division 1 sides refused
to enter, now all 92 clubs in the four Leagues participate.

As the Anglo-Italian competition gathers momentum it will provide
added interest and keen rivalry, as well as establishing a fine working
relationship between English and Italian football.

Societa Sportiva Calcio Napoli

Napoli football club are an old and well known Italian team. Their history goes
back as far as 1904, when some Englishmen introduced the game to the Neapolitans
and founded the original Naples Club, Their names were: Potts, McPherson and
Eastwood, They worked in Naples (Mr. Potts was an employee of Cunard Line, who
felt “‘very nostalgic' about the game played in England), and devoted themselves
to football in their free time, They played with other Englishmen and ltalians against
teams of sailors whenever a British fleet visited the port of Naples. Thanks to them
the Neapolitans fell in love with feotball (In Italian ''Calcio') and learnt to play it
and enjoy it.

But the "marriage’ between English and Italian players was broken up eight years
later. In fact, in 1912, two teams were formed in Naples. The first one, Naples, had
only English players. The second, Unione Sportiva Internazionale, was formed by
the Italians. The rivalry between the two clubs was unbelievable. Both teams — we
can compare them with United and City in Manchester and Celtic and Rangers in
Glasgow — made Neapolitans forget about spaghetti and pizza to follow the games.
At least until 1922, when both clubs got together again and gave birth to "Inter-
naples'' which, four years later, became the present ''Societd Sportiva Calcio
Napali'.

The golden era of the club is linked with another Englishman, the popular Mr.
Garbutt, who was in charge of the team from 1931 to 1935, when they twice came
close to winning the Italian League Championship; finishing third in the table, and
when they took part in their first Mitropa Cup. Just as so many of our leading
English clubs owe much to the enthusiasm and inspiration of warm-hearted sports-
men, so do Napoli owe much to their honorary President Achille Lauro, one of the
wealthiest ship owners in Europe; to their President, Corrado Ferlaino, and to the
Secretary, Enrico Zuppardi.

Since moving to their new stadium of Fuorigrotta, Napoli has won only one
important honour, the “Coppa Italia™ in 1961/62, that is the equivalent of the English
F.A. Cup. But their strength and their importance are such that Naples are one of
the few teams in Italy which never fails to appeal to the football-loving public. When
they play at home they pack the enclosures. That's why last season they gained
something like one million pounds from the gates (the second best in Italy after
A.C. Milan) and they got a total of 1,006,196 spectators; which was the highest in
ltaly and demonstrates once more that the League business in Italy is very big
business and, not surprisingly, football enjoys immense popularity.

Until two years ago, the Argentinian Bruno Pesaocla was the trainer of Napoli. He
led the team to win the “Coppa Italia" in 1962 and the "“Coppa delle Alpi" in 1966,
plus a good second best position in the League Championship in the season
1967/68, when Napoli gave way only to A.C. Milan, the winner of a total of nine
Championships (in ltaly called "Scudetti").

ltalian Giuseppe Chiappella has been their new trainer since 1968. He has seen
his team in seventh position in the last League Championship, beaten by Hibernian
in the Fairs Cup two years ago and beaten again — by the toss of a coin — by
Leeds United in the same competition in 1969. Nevertheless, Chiappella has given
Napoli a new look (that is why the Club has finished well in the League Champion-
ship of this season). He has introduced to the Club eight young players: Monticolo,
Albano, Cavallino, Improta, Canzi, Vianello, Bernardi and Oliva, At least three of
these new players can be considered for the first team. They are Monticolo,
Improta and Vianello.

When Chiappella started this season, he had to make up for the loss of players
like Sivori, Nielsen, the young Sala and Cané. Yet, he had at his disposal well
trained and prepared players such as Juliano, Altafini and Zoff, plus a team that
were good enough to gain a good position in the League. And this, even without
José Altafini who, two months ago, underwent an operation, from which he only
recovered in time for the Anglo-italian Inter-League Clubs Competition 1970.
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Our Visitors—Napoli

MARCELLO TREVISAN (Goalkeeper)
This 28-year-old has come into the first team reckoning since the recent £196,000
transfer of Dino Zoff to Juventus.

LUCIANO MONTICOLO (Defender)

Born in 1946 in Trieste he is one of the youngest in the team. Good defender
capable of going in goal or playing on the wing. Transferred to Napoli from Arezzo.
Has shown good foerm recently for the team.

STELIO NARDIN (Defender)

Born 1989, he played 100 games in the Italian Second Division with Catanzaro
before his transfer to Napoli in 1965. A solid defender, he can also attack effectively
as a winger. Because of his versatility, he can also be used in midfield.

LUIGI POGLIANA (Defender)

Aged 25, he is one of the regulars of the team. Born in Legnano and grew up in
the local team, is in his third season with Napoli, after two seasons with Novara
and three with Legnano.

MARIO ZURLINI (Stopper)
A tall 28-year-old from Parma, has played six seasons with Napoli after two seasons

with Parma. Played his first match with Naples in 1966 against Juventus.

OTTAVIO BIANCHI (Midfield)

Aged 27, in this his first season with the team has scored 6 goals in 23 matches.
Used as a midfield player and as a defender. In his six seasons with Brescia,
before joining Napoli in 1966, he scored 18 goals.

DINO PANZANATO (Midfield)

A very good stopper he has had spells with Mestrina, Lanrossi, Vicenza, Inter,
Modena and finally in 1964/65 with Napoli. Married. Very tall, he was born in Venice
31 years ago and has played altogether more than 260 matches, scoring once four
years ago.

ANTONIO JULIANO (Midfield/Striker)

Born in Naples 27 years ago he is one of the “real” local players. Since his debut
against Inter in 1963 he has played more than 180 matches with Napoli, for whom
he has scored a dozen goals. Not married, he is one of the key players of the Club.

PAOLO BARISON (Left-winger)

Born in Vittorio Veneto in 1936, married, he is one of the tallest Neapolitan players.
Has had various experiences with Venzia, Genoa, Milan, Sampdoria and Roma
before joining Naples in 1967. One of the regulars of the first team his positive style
of play makes him a consistent goalscorer. Twelve years ago, with Genoa, he
scored 14 goals in 27 games. He scored another 13 goals with Sampdoria six
years ago.

VIRGINIO CANZI (Right-winger)
A 25year-old from Milan, he has played for Napoli only thIS season after being
with Monza, Rapallo, Biellese and Lecco.

JOSE ALTAFINI (Centre-forward)

Born in Sao Paolo, Brazil in 1938 is the oldest player in the Club after Barison,
He joined Napoli five seasons ago after seven seasons with A.C. Milan. With Juliano
he is regarded by many as one of the Club's best players, His power in attack is
remarkable. In his seven seasons with Milan, he scored a total of 120 goals. In his
first four seasons with Naples he has scored another 48 goals, five last season. He
has been capped six times by Italy.
