Appointed Manager in June 1934, Ball sw
his hopes of leading Portsmouth to promotion
in his first season dashed on 1 goal difference by
Manchester City

A year later, after locking all-ont Gvonmtes
for promotion, they finally missaed out by three
points. again finishing in fourth place.

But then. last season 1t 21l came night for Ball

th hisside clinching the runners-up position.

To consolidate their status back in the First
Division. Portsmouth have splashed out on
several players to sirengthen their squad

Onginal members of the old Divison Three
South, Pompey reached Division One in 1827 -
a place they were to retaimn for 32 years

This period was the golden era in the Club's
history - two Fost Division Championships in
seasons 1948/4C and 1949/30, and three F A
Cup Finzl appearances

Unforunately they only lifted the trophy once
by defeating Wolves 4-1 1n 1838 They were
beaten finalists in 1929and 1834 One playerin
particular stands out in Portsmouth's history
since the end of the Second World War —
Jommy Dickmson. The brilliant wing-half made
764 League applearances for the Club betweaen
1946 and 1965 - a record untl swrpassed by
Swindon's John Trollope with 770 — and was
